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Expressive Arts and Design


Exploring and using materials


Joins in singing favourite songs.


Enjoys joining in with dancing and ring games.


Explores colours and how colours can be changed. (Aboriginal Art – the dot)


Being imaginative 


Beginning to use representation to communicate e.g. drawing a line and saying, ”That’s me!”


Engages in imaginative role play based on first hand experiences eg Farm shop
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Healthy Me/ Looking After Ourselves
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Personal, Social and Emotional Development.


Can play in a group extending and elaborating play ideas. e.g building up a role-play activity with other children.


Initiates play, offering cues to peers to join in.


Is more outgoing towards unfamiliar people and more confident in new social situations.


Aware of own feelings and knows that some actions and words can hurt others feelings.


Can usually tolerate delay when needs are not immediately met, and understand wishes may not always be met.





Mathematics: Numbers


Uses some number names and number language spontaneously.


Recites number names accurately in play.


Recites numbers in order to 10.


Counts up to three or four objects by saying one number name for each.


Counts objects to 10, and beginning to count beyond..


Number songs and rhymes


Know that a group of things changes in quantity when something is added or taken away.


Separate a group of three or four objects in different ways, beginning to recognise that the total is still the same.


Shape, Space and Measure


Begins to use the language of size.


Uses positional language.


Beginning to talk about shapes of everyday objects e.g ‘round’ and ‘tall’


Selects a particular named shape.








              Understanding the World


Recognises and describes special times or events for family or friends. Eg. Birthdays


Notices detailed features of objects in their environment.


Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals natural and found objects.


Shows care and concern for living things and the environment.





Physical Development.


Understands that equipment and tools have to be used safely. 


Eats a healthy range of foodstuffs and understands the need for variety in food.


Shows some understanding that good practices with regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene can contribute to good health.








Negotiate space successfully when playing racing and chasing games with other children, adjusting speed or changing direction to avoid obstacles.


Can catch a large ball.





Can copy some letters from their name.


Holds pencil near point between first two fingers and thumb and uses it with good control.





Communication and Language 


Listen to others one to one or in small groups, when conversation interests them.


Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.


     Literacy


Farmyard animal stories with repetitive text


Pie Corbett story telling with actions.


Shows awareness of rhyme and alliteration
