Just a reminder about the school’s policy regarding bags in school.


Hanging/storage space is very restricted throughout the school.


On previous occasions, coats have been damaged when they have fallen to the floor due to bulky backpacks hanging on pegs. 


Fallen items also present a trip hazard as children move around the classroom.


The school policy is as follows;
